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EAGLE BASE, Bosnia and Herzegovina — Recent reports in the local media have indicated that SFOR had stored weaponry and explosive-mine devices in a Weapon Storage Site in Derventa, which exploded last Friday killing two VRS soldiers.  

According to Col. Luis Villa de Brito, commander of Multinational Battle Group, “there were no Harvest materials stored by SFOR members inside the weapons storage site facility in Derventa.”  

Immediately following the explosion, SFOR rendered support to the VRS in the form of security, Explosive Ordinance Disposal (EOD) and construction.  SFOR personnel cordoned off the area of the explosion to prevent further causalities and to protect the scene for investigation purposes.  EOD personnel cleared the area of explosive debris so that investigations into the incident could begin safely.  Construction personnel from Tuzla rebuilt doors on other buildings in the site that were destroyed in the blast so that those buildings and the weapons in them could be secured.  

SFOR is now in the process of conducting a detailed investigation into this incident.  This investigation is separate and concurrent to an investigation being conducted by the VRS.   If appropriate to do so, SFOR will share the results of its investigation.    
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
