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EAGLE BASE, Tuzla, Bosnia and Herzegovina — Beginning this week, soldiers in all U.S. camps in Multinational Brigade North will begin recycling plastic bottles.

The Eagle Base Joint Contracting Center has entered into a contract with Sud Mull, a local recycling business, to process and recycle plastic bottles. Approximately 418 tons of plastic bottles are used each year at U.S. camps in Multinational Brigade North according to Joe Phalen, environmental specialist and director of public works at Eagle Base.

“The real winner here is the environment.  We are interested in doing the right thing.  A long-term goal is that this could generate a whole new industry here in Bosnia and Herzegovina,” said Capt. Keith Taylor, contracting chief, Joint Contracting Center. 

While a plan to recycle plastic bottles failed several years ago due to the high cost of processing the recycled plastic, there is high hope that this time the recycling effort will be successful. The current contract will subsidize Sud Mull for part of the processing cycle making recycling plastic more practical.
