EAGLE BASE, Tuzla, Bosnia and Herzegovina — Sergeant Major Dennis Lee Tellock, a Minnesota Army National Guard soldier, collapsed and died while doing physical training at Eagle Base, yesterday.

Medics called to the scene attempted to stabilize and revive Tellock prior to transporting him to Eagle Base Medical Facility where he was pronounced dead.  The exact cause of his death is still being determined.

Tellock, a member of the Minnesota Army National Guard’s 34th Infantry Division was deployed to BiH as part of Stabilization Force (SFOR) 14’s Joint Military Affairs section.  

Tellock was 59 years old and began his military career with the U.S. Navy in 1962.  He joined the Minnesota Army National Guard in 1973.  

During his military career, Tellock served in the military police, field artillery and intelligence analyst fields and was deployed overseas five times as part of annual training; three times to Korea and twice to Panama.

A memorial service for Tellock will be held at eagle base tonight.

Tellock lived in Wyoming, Minn., and is survived by a wife and daughter. 
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
