CAUTION: Water unsafe

The water at Eagle Base, Tuzla is un-
safe for drinking, teeth brushing, or for any
other use in which the water has to enter

your mouth.

Personnel from the Armed Torces
Medical [ntelligence Center stated in a
Dec. 26 memorandum, that all water in
Bosnia-Herzegovina should be considered
contaminated with discase-causing bacte-
rig and viruses, industrial chemicals such
as pesticides, and heavy metals such as
lead and cadmium.

The bacteria and viruses can cause im-
mediate problems such as cramping, diar-
they, and vomiting.

Pesticides and heavy metals can cause
problems which may not show up for weeks
or months. Such problems include central

nervous system discase, liver discase, kid-
ney disease, and other internal problems,

If there is a need to use tap walter
for drinking or brushing tecth. AFMIC
recommends using todine tablels or
chlorine drops.

Chlorine and 1odine will kill the bacte-
ria and viruses 11 the water but will not re-
move the pesticides or heavy melals. With
these additives, the water will be saler (o
deink and less likely to cause immediate
problems.

To purify water, add one iodine tablet
per quart of water. Wait five minutes then
shake. Loosen the cap and tip the canteen
over 10 allow leakage around cantleen
thread. Tighten the cap and wait another
25 minutes hefore drinking. For bleach,
add two drops of chlorine laundry bleach
to one quart of water ang follow the samé
instructions given for the iodine tablet.

When onc person is injured or killed it alfects the ability ol the
organization to accomplishi its mission. That is why each soldier has
the responsibifity to ook oul for himself or herscll as well as for
other soldicrs.

An example is personal hygiene and unit cleanliness. Both can
impact on the health and well-being of the task force as a whole. It

Bventually, the organization’s ability to per-
form its misston is allected.

The same holds true for soldicrs committing an unhealthy act.
Soldiers should cat, wash, shower, and urinate in designated areas.
Soldicrs who exercise poor judzement and do otherwise endanger
their health and the health of their fellow soldiers.

Peace enforcement greatly appreciated

In mid-Seplember 1995, the 49th Pub-
tic Adtairs Detachment was notified by the
XV Airborne Corps that the detachmeng
was one of three units named 10 possibly
deploy o Bosnia-Herzegovina,

Al the time, [ wondered if the U5,
(orces were really needed in the former
Yugoslay Republic and if the people would
accept an outside foree coming into their
countrics o enforce peace.

Last week, 1 received my answer, [
hiad the oppartunity to travel 1o the Sava
River in the Orasje Pocket and see first-
hand that battle-tor region.

Along the zone of separation., on Route
Arizona, is evidence of the house-to-house
lighting. Most houses are pock-marked with
hullet holes and have hroken windows.

Many houses remain vacant. The in-

habilants didn’t return 1o their homes when
the fighting passed, but became refugecs.

Al the Sava River, local Croats lined
the river bank to walch the soldiers from
the 130th Cogineer Brigade build the pon-
toon bridge on which the 1s1 Armored
Division's vehicles and equipment would
enicer Northern Bosnmia-Herzegovina.,

As the lirst ULS. tunks crossed the river,
the people waved and watched with smiles
on their fuces. One elderly woman arrived
on the-river bank with a bottle of liquor and
plastic cups to celebrate with the American
soldiers for bringing peace.

At a local establishment, a Croat sol-
dicr said he was tited of the war that he had
heen lighting for the past three years. He
talked about his experiences and desenbed
the death ol hus best fricnd.

Espoke with a reporter {rom Time Maga-
ane and asked her how she perceived the
local populations' reaction to the Implemen-
tatiom Foree's arrival. Shereplied that people
are glad that an owside lorce has come 10
the former Yugoslay Republic.

Joint Endeavor personnel
may qualify for '95 tax break

Tax time is approaching again and the
Task Force Eagle legal team can help an-
swer soldiers’ gquestions.

Om Dec. 12, the IRS granted some re-
lief to Department ol Defense personnel
serving in Operation Joint Endcavor.

To quality for this relief, soldicrs musl
serve in this arca of operations before Mar.
1 and not redeploy belore Mar, 1. The pro-
visions of this relief also apply to spouses
fiting joint returns,

Soldiers serving within the dates
above will recelve an automatic extension
of the filing deadline from April 29 1o Dec.
13. They may also [ile using a Leave and
Earnings Statement instead of waiting for
liorm W-2, Wage and Earning Staternent.
The IRS is also walving all enforcement
penaities for tate filing,

To let the RS know you're qualified
for this relief, simply write “Operation

Joint Endeavor” on the top ol your tax re-
turn. Anyone that receives correspon-
dence from the IRS regarding a coilection
action or penaltics should write the same
thing on the top of the letter and return it
to the originating oftice.

Soldiers filing taxes using an LES
should remember that not &l income, such
as interest or dividend ingome, may be re-
Nected. All income must be reported.

A missing link in the Operation Joint
Endeavor tax provision is that there are
currently no waivers for interest on moncy
owed to the IRS. A soldier who qualilics
{or the (1ling extension, but owes the IRS
moncy, will pay nine percent interest on
the amount owed w the TRS until the dett
is paid in full.

.Finally, no provisions are currently in
effect that exclude any income as was the
case with Gulf War “combat zone™ exclu-
sions. Service members who have tax ques-

MPs escort IFOR convoys into U.S. sector

Anyonc who has moved through the countryside of Bosnia-
Herzegovina has learned that the simple act of driving isn’t easy.
Carefully laid out plans must be followed for a convoy to move
about. Along wilh everything else, a mi]ilaly police escort must
be included in the plans.

For the soldiers assigned to the 709th Military Police Bal~
talion, thc comvoy cscorts have become a daily ritual.

“Basically we're doing battlefield circulation and control
where we’ll provide convoy escorts and securily [or units com-
ing across the bridge,” said Spe. John J, Kelly, 127th Military
Police Company. “We can get up to four or five missions a daw
And, somctimes a mission can last all day.”

Aside from the rigors of their everyday mission, the MPs
lace long hours on the roadways.

“Our people have bBeen doing really well working a lot of
long days with very little time off,” said 709th MP Battalion
Commander, Lt. Col. Timothy Lamb. “Our motivation level has

remained high, and we’re pleased with the work we’ve been able
e do here.”

According to Staff Sg. Edward J. Dennis, [27th MP Com-
pany, the MP’s mission has been made easier becausc ol intense
training belore the deployment.

“It’s just like the Army Readiness Training and Evaluation
Program,” said Dennis. *We train as we [ight, so things have
gone prelty smoothly so far”

Another of the many challenges the MPs have had to face is
land mines. The mines have been given special attention afier
Spc. Martin 1. Begosh, a member of the 709th, ran over an anti-
tank mine injuring his lower right leg,

“We were all cautious of mines before the accident,” said
Kelly. “After that, we have become extremely obscrvant ol where
we drive and walk.”

The land mines are but one of the many dangers that facc
the military police and the pcople of Bosnia-Herzegovina.

- “Unless someone has seen this place, it is hard to imagine,”
said Kelly. “Blown out buildings and the anguish on peoples
laces, they need our help here.”

20th EOD destroys hazards to troops

On the outskirls ol Eagle Base,

Turla, a soldier comes across a suspi-
cious looking device sticking out of the
ground. Rememhcring his training and
the media hype, the soldicr identifies the
device as onc of the hazards he has heard
so much about--a land mine,

After carefully marking the hazard,
the soldier notifics his unit command post.
Soon, ateam from the 20th Explosive Ord-
nance Disposal is dispatched to the arca.

In a country which has been littered

with mincs for almost four ycars, there is
enough work 1o keep the team busy.

“We have matched the unil’s yearly
incident rate in the past two days,” said
Staft Sgt. Kevin E. Bussing, 20th EOD.
“There’s quite a bit [of ordnance disposal
work] here as compared with being in
garrison.” '

The EOD tcam has been successlul
in ridding the base of the unexploded ord-
nance found thus far. An antipersonnel
mince was discovered on Christinas Day
and EOD personnel destroyed it in place.

" They also removed a high-cxplosive Yu-

goslavian antitank rocket from an area

where il posed a danger to people.

Being safe can sometimes Lake
some precise coordination. The antiper-
sonnel mine that was blown in place
Dec. 25, had to be delonated within a
one minute time frame because of in-
cominy aircrafll.

“Usually we're out on a range, and
the only people we have to deal with are
range control,” said Bussing. "Now our
demaolition area is near the airficld o we
have to do a 1ot of coordination so no one
gels hurt.

“Without teamwork, we could not get
the job done,” said Bussing.
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621st sets new mission record

Forty-two cargo plancs crammed the
aitlift schedule, exceeding the opcration’s
busiest day by 13 missions. C-17s, C-130s
and C-141s streamed in from Rhein-Main
and Ramstein Air Bases in Germany; Avianc

Air Base. Italy; Zagreb, Croatia; and’

Sarajevo, Bosnia-Herzegovina.

“The gradual build up of TALCE op- -

crations worked very well with the airlift
schedule,” said L Co]. Robert Norman,

TALCE commander. “We were able o maxi-

1ze our capability with the phasing in of

the 6215t Air Mobility Control Squadron and
acrial port specialists.”

- The airlilt surge began Dec. 21 with the
break in weather at Tuzla. Since then,
TALCE operators have ofi-loaded 179 Air
Mobility Command and Uniled Stales Air

Forces in Europe aireralt.

More than 2,000 (ons of cargo and
nearly 900 passengers were pushed through
the tiny airlickd.

“SWhen the weather broke, the arllow
increased dramatically,” said Tech Sgt. Paul
Maynard, NCOIC of the Air Terminal Op-
erations Center. “Planes were fanding, on
average, every 20 minutes.”

Throughout the operation., air crews
and TALCE opcrators have been em-
ploying what’s called engine running
off-tvads. The plane lands, taxis o a
parking apron, and is then off-toaded:
with the engines idling.

“The ERO method of downloading
cargo was very successful in Split, Croatia,
during our support of the United Nations
mission there,”” Norman explained. “So far,
we have a 100 percent departure reliabiity
rale al Tuzla”

Tor the C-130Tiercules, acrial port wech-
nictans have heen averaging 12 minutes per
off-load. They average 30 minutes on the
C- 141 Starlifter and 40 minutes on the C-17
Gilobemaster 111, '

RED HORSE builds TF Eagle S nests

How do vou it 2,000 soldiers and aiemen on an air hase
built to house 7007 Simple ...pick up the phone and dial R-L-
D-H-O-R-S-E. Then watch a frozen, bare field cvolve into a
bustling tent city with all the creature comforts of winter ficld
conditions that would bring a smilc to even the toughest first
sergeant. _

“We brought 150 people and plan Lo build more than 350
tents in three tent cities on and around Tuzla Air Base,” said
Chief Master Sgt. Ricardo Garcia, senior enlisted advisor for
the 823rd RED HORSE squadron. “It should take two to three
weceks o compicle the job.”

The U.S. Air Force’s 823rd Rapid Engincer Deployable
ITcavy Operational Repair Squadren, Engineer, known
throughout the military as RED HORSE, arrived from Hurlbert
Field, Fla., with one mission -- Build a tent city, build it quick
and build it while temperatures drop below treezing.

The hard-back tents have raised loors and are framed
with wooden walls and rooling beams. Tt takes roughiy one
hour o construct a single tent. The project is completed when
a general purpose medium tent is slipped over the wooden
frame. Each tent can house [0 to 12 people and is equipped
with electricity, showers and latrines.

“Onc ol our biggest challenges during this deployment is
operaling salely in the cold weather,” said Col. Susannc
Waylell, the first woman 1o command a RED HORSE squad-
ran.

Finding waterproof steel toe boots was another challenge.

Since most of the personnel work with industrial type cquip-

ment, they are required to wear steel toed boots. To maintain
safety standards, some personnel wear rubber boots over the
steel toed bools.

RED HORSE, an Awr Force combat engincer unit, is
trained o conduct heavy engincering operalions as an inde-
pendent, self-sufTicienl unit in remole. hostile locations. As-
signed personnel include engineers, services, supply, contract-
