MEMORANDUM FOR Task Force Eagle, Multinational Brigade (North), Tuzla, Bosnia and Herzegovina, APO AE  09789

SUBJECT:  Task Force Eagle General Order No. 1 – Prohibited Activities of Task Force Eagle Personnel

1. REFERENCES.  Article 92, Uniform Code of Military Justice (10 USC Section 892) and 

10 USC Section 164(c)(1)(F).

2. APPLICABILITY.  

a.  This General Order applies to all U.S. personnel (military personnel and U.S. civilian personnel accompanying the armed forces) who are deployed to or performing duties in the Task Force Eagle AOR.  For purposes of this order, the Task Force Eagle AOR is defined as the territory within the boundaries of Multinational Brigade (North) (MNB (N)). 


b.  This General Order supplements USEUCOM General Order #1, dated 28 Dec 95, as modified.


c.  The following are hereby revoked:  Task Force Eagle General Order No. 1, Operation Joint Forge, dated 5 April 2002. 
3.    PURPOSE.  This General Order is necessary to maintain the security, health, and welfare of U.S. forces; ensure the highest standards of good order, discipline, and readiness; and maintain and improve U.S. relations with host nations.

4. PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES.

a. Taking, possessing, or shipping any weapon, munitions, military article, or public or private property, that was captured or seized during military operations.

b. Introduction, possession, use, consumption, sale, transfer, shipment, or manufacture of alcoholic beverages, except as set forth in paragraphs 5 and 6, below.

c. Introduction, possession, use, consumption, sale, transfer, shipment, or manufacture of 

      Products containing hemp oil or hemp food products.

d. Possessing, touching, using, or knowingly approaching without legal authority any unexploded munitions or ordnance of any kind or description. "Without legal authority” means an act or activity undertaken by soldiers, which is not done at the direction of a commander or as the result of a military necessity during the performance of military duties.

e. Purchase, possession, use, sale or transfer of privately owned firearms, ammunition or 

      Explosives, or the introduction of these items into the (MNB (N)) AOR.

f. Gambling of any kind, including sports pools, lotteries, and raffles.

g. Selling, bartering, or exchanging any currency, other than at the official host nation exchange rate.

h. Selling, bartering, giving, or otherwise transferring goods or services, imported or acquired under duty or tax privileged conditions, to a person not authorized to purchase goods or services in a Stabilization Force military retail sales facility, including a U.S. Army and Air Force Exchange Service facility.  Gifts of a personal nature on customary occasions may be made in non-commercial quantities.

i. Knowingly allowing another person to use one's Stabilization Force ration card.

j. Entrance into any mosque or other site of Islamic religious significance by non-Muslims

      Unless directed by military authority or compelled by military necessity. 

k. Wrongfully removing, possessing, selling, transferring, defacing, or destroying, archeological artifacts or national treasures.    

5.  DUTY RELATED EXCEPTIONS PERMITTING ALCOHOL CONSUMPTION.   Alcohol may be consumed pursuant to the following on-duty exceptions (approved as exceptions to USEUCOM General Order #1, dated 28 Dec 95).

      a.  OFF-DUTY CONSUMPTION.

          (1) The commander, MNB (N), may designate “special occasions” and permit the purchase and consumption of alcohol.  On such designated special occasions, soldiers and civilians may purchase and consume alcohol (not to exceed two servings of beer or wine), subject to the following limitations:

               (a) Alcohol will only be purchased and consumed in locations designated by one of the following:  Cdr, MNB (N); Assistant Division Commander; Chief of Staff; Cdr, Expeditionary Air Base Group; or base camp commanders.  Commanders designating purchase and consumption locations will implement measures to ensure that the purchase and consumption of alcohol complies with this General Order.

                (b) One can or bottle of beer or one serving of wine (not exceeding 8 oz.) constitutes one serving.  No one is permitted to consume more than two servings of alcohol per day.        

          (2) Soldiers or civilians will not consume alcohol in the 12-hour period prior to a planned military mission, such as a presence patrol, guard duty shift, convoy, or QRF duties.  Commanders will ensure that sufficient personnel who have not consumed alcohol are available to meet unanticipated tactical requirements.  

     b.  ON DUTY CONSUMPTION.

          (1) U.S. commanders/supervisors in the rank of Lieutenant Colonel (LTC) or above may approve on-duty use of alcohol subject to the following limitations: 

               (a) To personnel who are taking part in Joint Military Commissions; 

               (b) To personnel who, in the conduct of official duty with local national officials, allies, former warring faction personnel, or other foreign counterparts, deem it advisable to consume alcohol in order to establish and maintain rapport; or

               (c) To personnel whose principal duties involve the collection of intelligence, when, in the course of official duty, such persons deem it advisable to consume alcohol in order to establish or maintain rapport with potential sources of information.

          (2)   Definitions:

               (a) Official Duty:  refers to tasks required by order, regulation, or military custom.  Official duty does not include casual social gatherings, routine messing, joint patrols, guard duty, routine office calls and visits, or leisure time.

               (b) Local National Officials:  refers to the mayor or equivalent in the government of a town, village, or canton; an elected member of the Federation or Republika Srpska government; an elected national official; an appointed national official at the level of minister or its equivalent; Federation or Republika Srpska police officials.  

               (c) Alcoholic Beverage:  for purposes of this “On Duty” policy, alcoholic beverage means (a) one 12 ounce beer; (b) one four ounce glass of wine; or (c) one and one half ounce serving of "hard" liquor.  

          (3) When granted a waiver for official purposes, a person may consume only one alcoholic beverage.  In the event a person attends more than one meeting with local national officials or non-U.S. officials in the course of official duty during a given day, drinking one additional alcoholic beverage is permitted, provided the two drinks are taken at least four (4) hours apart.

Nothing in these exceptions relieves any civilian, soldier, or commander of the obligation to maintain good order and discipline.  

6.    GEOGRAPHICAL EXCEPTIONS PERMITTING CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOL.  

The alcohol restrictions of General Order #1 do not apply in the following locations:  

Sarajevo, in Bosnia-Herzegovina; Zagreb, Ploce, Split, Trogir, Dubrovnik, Makarska, Brac Island, Hvar Island, and Opatija; in Croatia; and Lake Balaton, Budapest, Taszar, Pecs, in Hungary; and Bled, in Slovenia.
7. PUNITITVE ORDER. This order is punitive. Personnel subject to the Uniform Code of

Military Justice (UCMJ) who violates this order may be punished under Article 92, UCMJ, for violating a lawful general order.  Civilians accompanying US Forces may face adverse administrative action including loss of employment and involuntary return to the United States

8.  INDIVIDUAL DUTY.  All persons subject to this General Order are charged with the individual duty to become familiar with it and to obey its directives.

9.  UNIT COMMANDER RESPONSIBILITY.  Unit commanders and supervisors are charged to ensure all personnel are briefed on the prohibitions and requirements of this General Order.

10. EFFECTIVE DATE.  This General Order is effective immediately.

11. EXPIRATION.  This General Order will expire upon the completion of Operation Joint Forge or any successor operation.
